Carihi Secondary School in Campbell River, B.C., set a goal of $1000 to buy a Shelter Box 
to send to Haiti. Their fundraising vehicle was a Coffee House held in the school’s multi-
purpose room.  The event featured student musicians, baked goods and a silent auction 
with items canvassed from generous local businesses.  News traveled around Carihi 
quickly and soon the art teachers were in on the action as well.  With support from other 
service clubs in the school, the organization split into several sub-committees, each with 
their own unique task.  By the time the doors opened, the room had been transformed into 
a two stage musical venue with seating for over 200, coffee, juice and snacks for sale and 
a gallery of goods to bid on that took up over at least a dozen tables.  Helping to set the 
tone of the event was a shelter box tent set up at the entrance.  Everyone who attended got 
to see and walk through the focal point of the evening.  

Attendance was strong with people arriving well before the 6:30 opening and continuing to 
do so steadily through the night. It was evident within the first half hour that the goal was 
well within reach.  Two large donations of $1000 each sealed the fact that we were in fact 
going to exceed our target but no one was prepared for the final tally.  When the dust had 
settled, the collected revenues totaled over $6500!  Combined with the Noon Day Rotary’s 
pledge to match the first $1000 and the federal government’s commitment to match all 
donations dollar for dollar, our modest $1000 target blossomed into a $15,000 declaration 
of support for the people of Haiti and the students who worked so hard on their behalf.
